Than Anywhere in the Nation

« Denver fared better than any other metro area in the
U.S. in 2008 in home price declines.

* Denver’s 4% drop during the 12-month period ending
In December was the smallest decline of the 20
metropolitan areas tracked in the S&P/Case-Shiller
Home Prices Indices released February 24.

* QOverall, the 20 cities fell by an average 18.5%.
